Summary of PPG spending 2015//16 

 
Background and Objectives 
 
Pupil premium grant was introduced by the Department for Education (DfE) from April 2011. It is 
provided with the aim of addressing underlying inequalities between children eligible for free school 
meals (FSM) and those financially better off. It is for Wapping High School to decide how to use the 
money in order to raise the levels of attainment of disadvantaged pupils.  Specifically the school aims to : 
 

 Ensure that all pupils from vulnerable groups have the opportunity to succeed through additional 
interventions 

 Provide targeted support to improve the attainment and life chances of disadvantaged pupils 

 Ensure the gap in attainment between Pupil Premium students (PP) and non-Pupil Premium 
students (non-PP) is reduced 

 
The School aims are to ‘Raise Aspirations, Broaden Horizons and Improve Student Outcomes’. 
Wapping High School puts these core values at the heart of all its work, including the allocation of the 
extra funding to ensure that disadvantaged students will benefit to achieve these aims.  
 
 

Spending and Impact Report : 2015/16 

 
The use of the pupil premium funds in 2015/16 has been targeted to achieve our core aims and help our 
vulnerable student to : 
 

“RAISE ASPIRATIONS, BROADEN HORIZONS AND IMPROVE STUDENT OUTCOMES” 
 

The school reviewed the structure of its pastoral team and appointed a second Head of House, to 

provide additional capacity in mentoring and pastoral support. For some students having access to 

sufficient pastoral support can make the difference between a student engaging in their education or 

giving up. 

 

 



Improving Student Outcomes through reduced class sizes £92,636 (Forecast £88,500) 

A significant investment has been made in increasing the number of teachers, and the school has 

committed to running an additional class in each year group. This has allowed us to create smaller 

classes for key groups of vulnerable students. Class sizes were reduced in some cases to below 15 

students per member of staff. The impact that this has is well documented, reduced class sizes has an 

educational gain of + 3 months (source : Educational Endowment Foundation “EEF”), increased focus on 

feedback by staffing allowed by reducing the student to staff ratio has a gain of +8 months (EEF). 

Improving Student Outcomes through Raising Attainment Plans £9,704 (Forecast £10,000) 

At WHS certain members of the Senior Leadership Team track pupil progress and ensure interventions 

are put in place if particular students are not making sufficient progress. They then ensure that 

appropriate and effective interventions are established, reviewing these regularly. A specific focus of 

their work targets the attainment and progress of Pupil Premium students. 

 

Raising Aspirations through External Counselling  £13,500 (Forecast £10,600) 

For students with more complex needs we work with specialist services, such as “Step Forward”, who 

provide counselling for students. Social and Emotional support has been shown to have a gain of + 4 

months (EEF). 

Broadening Horizons through Enrichments  

Wapping High School aims to bring the best of all sectors of education under one roof. We believe that if 

children enjoy learning and can experience success, whilst supported in the pursuit of excellence in 

whatever field, they will succeed. All staff are involved in delivering enrichment activities of their choosing 

and share their passion with students. We believe that success is closely linked to confidence and self-

belief and to this end our enrichment programme is a core part of our curriculum and an entitlement for 

all student.  

 Creative Writing     £4,200 (Forecast £5,800)  

The school worked for the whole year in partnership with a professional author to develop the creative 

writing skills of targeted students whose passion and appreciation of the ‘written word’ was greatly 

enhanced as a result of this opportunity. 

Broadening Horizons through finding and developing individual and unique talent and Interests  

Although it is hard to measure the importance of enrichment activities for students in terms of 

educational gains, at Wapping High we believe this is an integral part of school life. To this end the 

school runs a variety of clubs, trips and enrichment activities for students to enjoy. These can be 

subsidised or paid for entirely by the school based on the needs of the students, for example music 

lessons, sports coaching and drama and dance classes. We believe these opportunities greatly enhance 

the school experience for our students. We also believe some of these activities provide life changing 

experiences for our young people and in particular for disadvantaged ones. 

 Sports     £1,936 (Forecast £2,000)  

External coaches work with all students who are keen to pursue the variety of sporting talents and 

develop the skills to succeed in their chosen area. At Wapping High we help motivate students to commit 

to future success, by showing resilience (eg regarding their attendance and commitment), whilst building 

essential teamwork and leadership skills. We help them build their self-esteem through committing to a 

team sport and in some cases taking on a sport leadership role. 



 The Arts    £3,029 (Forecast £4,000) 

The school promotes a holistic education. At Wapping High, we believe that ‘The Arts’ have a critical role 

to play in delivering this broader experience by stimulating young people to explore their creative talents 

in preparation for life. As part of the enrichment programme, the school engages with local companies to 

bring The Arts and Culture to Wapping High, by working in partnership with professionals from the Music 

and Performing Arts Industry who inspire our student in pursuit of their musical or dramatic talents! The 

school subsidises or pays fully for some of these activities.  

We believe these opportunities greatly enhance the school experience for our students. We also believe 

some of these activities provide life changing experiences for our young people and in particular for 

disadvantaged ones. 

 

Better Outcomes for Students 

 Intervention Strategies     £3,297 (Forecast £7,000) 

As an outcome from the Raising Attainment Plans, specific additional interventions are delivered outside 

the normal curriculum so as to ensure the effectiveness of those plans.   

 Attendance & Welfare Strategies     £13,420 (Forecast £14,300) 

An external Attendance & Welfare Officer supported the school for the first two terms of the year at 

which time the school appointed its own officer. Their role was to work with both the students whose 

attendance was poor and their families whose engagement with the school frequently needed to be 

improved.

For year 7: 

 The gap between PP and non-PP nationally is 20% overall. 

 In all subjects the in-school gap was less than 20%, with PP students outperforming their peers in 

maths, science, and technology. 

 In all subjects except science, technology and performing arts, the progress of PP students was greater 

than that of students nationally. 

In general PP students performed better than students nationally in English, maths, MFL and REAL; 

however, PP students did not achieve as well as their non-PP peers in English, REAL and MFL. 

 

Within the School, PP students performed better than non-PP students in maths, science and technology, but 

the gap was below that of students nationally except for in maths. 

 

In total 88.9% of all Year 7 pupils achieved 2 or more sub-levels in English. This is made up of: 

93.8% of Non PP students vs 86.2% of PP students 

 

In total 71.7% of all Year 7 pupils achieved 2 or more sub-levels in maths. This is made up of: 

64.7% of Non PP students vs 75.9% of PP students

For year 8: 

 The gap between PP and non-PP nationally is 20% overall. 

 In all subjects, except MFL, the in-school gap was less than 20%, with PP students outperforming their 

peers in English and PE. 

 In English, technology and performing arts, the progress of PP students was greater than that of 

students nationally. In all other subjects non PP students performed better than PP students, although 

the difference is marginal in performing arts. 

In general PP students performed better than students nationally in English, technology and performing arts, 

and also outperformed their non PP peers in English. 

 

In total 72.1% of all Year 8 pupils achieved 2 or more sub-levels in English. This is made up of: 

64.7% of Non PP students vs 76.9% of PP students. 

 

In total 50.0% of all Year 8 pupils achieved 2 or more sub-levels in maths. This is made up of: 

55.6% of Non PP students vs 46.2% of PP students.

For year 9: 

 The gap between PP and non-PP is less than the gap nationally in all subjects, except food technology, 

whilst PP students outperforming their non-PP peers in maths, geography, history and textiles. 

 Given the small number of students involved in the Option Subjects and the difference in performance 

between PP and non-PP students, the gap in performance between PP and non-PP students in these 

subjects is statistically insignificant, except for in Geography and History. 

 

In total 58.7% of all Year 9 pupils achieved 2 or more sub-levels in English. This is made up of: 

68.8% of Non PP students vs 55.3% of PP students. 

 

In total 50.8% of all Year 9 pupils achieved 2 or more sub-levels in maths. This is made up of: 

37.5% of Non PP students vs 55.3% of PP students.

For year 10: 

 The gap between PP and non-PP is less than the gap nationally in all subjects, except geography and 

history, whilst PP students outperforming their non-PP peers in English, French, art, drama, PE and 

sociology. 

 Given the small number of students involved in the Option Subjects and the difference in performance 

between PP and non-PP students, the gap in performance between PP and non-PP students in these 

subjects is statistically insignificant, except for in geography and history, where PP students do worse 

and to a lesser extent art and PE where PP students do better. 

 

Overall the progress made by 57.6% of all Year 10 pupils puts them on track to achieve aspirational targets in 

English. This is made up of: 54.5% of Non PP students vs 59.1% of PP students. 

 

Overall the progress made by 63.9% of all Year 10 pupils puts them on track to achieve aspirational targets in 

maths. This is made up of: 72.7% of Non PP students vs 60.0% of PP students.
